1)    Students and prospective students can perform 
keyword searches within the database for both programs 
and courses. 
 
2)    Searches can be filtered by program, course, 
institution, institution type and language. 
 
3)    Search results can be printed as well as saved to a 
“My Options”tool which allows the student and 
prospective student to save interested search results 
for viewing at a later time.
